What is the dress code for visitation?

All clothing warn when processed through the entry building of the facility must be worn throughout the visit, with the exception of appropriate outerwear such as a coat and gloves. Undergarments must be worn (i.e., bra, slip and underwear). No additional clothing is permitted to be carried into the facility.

Clothing considered to be inappropriate includes, but is not limited to, the following:

1. See-through clothing of any kind.
1. Tops or dresses that expose the midriff, have open backs or open sides.
1. Sleeveless clothing such as halter tops, tube tops, cropped tops, tank tops and muscle shirts.
1. Low-cut clothing that exposes the chest. 
1. Any clothing that exposes undergarments.
1. Skirts, dresses, shorts, skirts or culottes with the hem or slit exposing the knee.
1. Wrap-around skirts/dresses or break away type pants.
1. Clothing with gang related markings.
1. Clothing with obscene and/or offensive pictures, slogans, language and/or gestures.
1. Form-fitted clothing made from Spandex or Lycra or other similar knit material such as leotards, uni-tards and bicycle shorts.
1. No watches are permitted.
1. No flip flops or sandals without a heal strap.
1. Any other clothing deemed unapproved by the supervisor. 
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
