Lorain Correc tional Ins titution—Offenders ma y re-
ceive visits on or after the 8th day following admission.

SPECIAL VISITS— When speci al circums tances ar e
present, the Warden or designee may grant a special or
professional visit. Contact your respectiv. e reception
center for more information.

It is the offender’s responsibility to re quest visitors
to be p ut on his or her visiting list. Offenders will
need to mail a visitor applic ation home with the help o f
his or her case manag er. When the visitor returns the
application, it mustinclu de: 1) cop y of st ate issu ed
photo ID and 2) proof of address.

Telephone Calls at Reception Centers

Correctional Re ception Center— Offenders are is-
sued a PIN number on their second day of arrival. They
may make phone calls anytime after the y receive their
PIN number.

Lorain Corre ctional Ins titution—Offenders w ill be
able to make pho ne calls within 5—7 d ays of arrival.
They can only make phone calls on Saturday and Sun-
day.

Ohio Reformatory for W omen— Offenders may make
a phone call within 5 days of arrival.

Transferring Funds

The county jail will transfer the offend er’s funds to the
reception ce nter. Ho wever, each ¢ ounty jail d oes this
differently.

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What Ha ppens to th e O ffender Afte r Sen-
tencing?

Offenders who are sentenced to the Ohio De-
partment of Rehabilit ation and Correction
(DRC) stay for sev eral weeksin are ception
center befo re going to the prison whe re they
will serve their sentence. While the offender is
in the reception center, he/she will be assigned
a security level. Any spe cial needs, like medi-
cal or mental health, will be determined. Also,
the offender will learn about programs and ser-
vices that prison has to offer.

Tell Me More About the Reception
Center.

There aret hree reception ce nters, one for
women and two for men. All female offenders go
to the Ohio Reformatory  for Wom en. All male
offenders go to either the Corre ctional Reception
Center o r th e Lo rain Correctio nal In stitution. In
most cases, the male offender will go to the re-
ception center closest to the co unty where heis
sentenced.

How Will the Offender Get to the Reception
Center?

After the offender i s sentenced, he/she is und er
the control of the County Sheriff until relea sed to
DRC. The County Sheriff takes the of fender to
the reception center, usually within 5-10 days.

What Does ‘Security Classification’
Mean?

Every institution ha s a se curity classification. The
institutionis se curity cla ssification an dt he of -
fenderis security level d etermine wh ere th e of-
fender will go after le aving the recepti on center.
The place where the offender serves his or her
sentence is called the parent institution. Institu-
tions are broken down into five (5) security cate-
gories. Level 1 has the lowest security and Level 5
has the highest. DRC ma tches the offenderis se-
curity level with the institutionis security classifica-
tion. For example, a Level 1 offender would go to
an institution that is cl assified as a Lev el 1. DRC
also tries to send th e offenderto a n institution
closest to friends and family so visiting is easier.

How Does DRC Decide an Offender’s Security
Level?

This decision is based on the following:

*Current age

*Seriousness of the crime

*Prior offenses

*Most recent violence (not including current
offense)

*Gang activity before going to prison
*Present and past escape attempts
