Community Correction Act (CCA) was passed in July of 1979. The purpose of this act was to divert specific offenders from state
prisons by creating correctional sanctions and services at the local level. In 1994 , the act was expanded to include the diversion
of offenders from local jails. Ohio’s Community Correction Act program is a successful partnership between the state of Ohio
and local governments creating a growing network of community sanctions. The number of Community Correction Act pro-
grams has continued to increase with the support of the Legislative and Executive branches of state government working

Year End Highlights

407 Prison diversion programs diverted the largest
number of offenders on record. The 407 programs di-
verted 10,114 offenders.

The Department continued funding pilot programs in
seven counties to divert offenders convicted of Non-
Support of Dependants from prison. The seven coun-
ties reduced the number of offenders sent to prison
from FYO08 to FY09 by 27% . The amount of child
support collected in these counties increased by 98 %.

Jail diversion offenders earned $41,152,732; paid
$394,709 in restitution; paid $2,490,974 in court costs
and fines; paid $798,183 in child support and com-
pleted 207,346 hours of community work service.

Prison diversion offenders earned $24,571,297; paid
$873,270 in restitution; paid $2,073,590 in court costs
and fines; paid $907,978 in child support and com-
pleted 140,766 hours of community work service.

Propose legislation to combine the two CCA funding lines
into one line to allow for greater fiscal flexibility in budget-
ing and processing at both the state and local level.

Expand CCA programs to decrease the short term offender
population (sentences less than 180 days), and reduce the
number of technical probation violators committed to

prison.
