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Scope of Report 

This report describes recidivism rates for all inmates released from an incarceration status in Ohio in CY 2014.   This includes releases to post-release control (PRC), releases at the end of stated term (EST), judicial releases, expiration of indeterminate sentences, and discretionary releases onto parole.  Rates are shown by gender, type of return, release type, age at release, major offense category, and the original county of commitment. 
Measuring Recidivism
Recidivism, as used in this report, is defined as a return to incarceration in an Ohio prison for conviction of a new criminal offense or a technical violation of the conditions of post-release supervision.  The recidivism rate refers to the percent of inmates released in a calendar year who are returned for either of these reasons within three years of the date of their release.  Transitional Control releases are not tracked until the end date of their stated term, placement onto post-release control, or date of judicial release.  


The overall 3-year recidivism rate for inmates released from Ohio prisons in 2014 is 31.45%, up .69 percentage points from the 3-year rate for 2013 releases (30.76%). This is a smaller increase compared to the increase reported last year (1.49 percentage points), though the rate is above 30% for the second time in six years. The increase in the recidivism rate from 2013 to 2014 is due primarily to the increase in the number of offenders returned for PRC technical violations. Table 1 shows the overall rate, by gender, for the years 2004-2014. Among PRC releases only, the rate of return for prison sanctions increased from 12.43% to 15.95%; however, the rate of return for new felony convictions decreased by nearly one percentage point from 2013 to 2014.

Table 2 shows the number of released inmates on which annual recidivism rates are calculated (for more detail, see section above).  In CY 2014, the release cohort consisted of 21,488 inmates, 54.5% of whom were release to supervision, about a two percentage point decrease from 2013.   The percent placed on supervision post release has exceeded 50% since 2012 after dropping to a recent low point of just over 41% in 2010 (see Table 3). 
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In Table 4, the recidivism rates are broken down by 1, 2, and 3-year follow-up periods for the 2006-2016 release cohorts.  All three rates increased slightly in 2014, with the one-year rate increasing .26 percentage points from 2013 to 2014.  

Three-year recidivism rates for the 2004-2014 period, by type of return, are shown in Table 5.  Among all release types, returns for technical violations of supervision rules increased 1.5 percentage points in 2014.  The new crime rate in 2014 declined by .86 percentage points (21.95% vs. 22.81%).  This is the lowest 3-year rate of return for new felony convictions reported over the CY 2004-CY 2014 period.    

Table 6 shows the overall 3-year rate for 2014 broken down by type of release.  The bulk of the current .69-point overall increase in the recidivism rate is concentrated among PRC technical returns.  This is in contrast to previous years, when the increase was more widely distributed among PRC new crimes, technical returns, and judicial release returns. The current 3-year rate of return for technical violations among PRC releases is 15.95%. The overall 3-year PRC prison sanction rate among all releases increased 1.3 percentage points from 2013 to 2014. The one-year sanction rate also increased, but at about the same magnitude as last year.

[bookmark: _GoBack]In Tables 7, 8, and 9 the 2014 rates are shown by age, offense category, and county of commitment, respectively.  Those under age 25 at the time of release had the highest rates of both technical and new-crime returns compared to any other age group (Table 7).  Property and crimes against persons offenders had recidivism rates approaching 35%, the highest among any of the major offense categories (Table 8).
